SÁZAVA MONASTERY  

• A historic monastery founded by Saint Prokop in the 11th century, recognized as one of 

the major spiritual and cultural centers of medieval Europe.

KONOPIŠTĚ CASTLE 

• Originally a Gothic fortress, later transformed into a Renaissance and Baroque chateau.
